Business nbn® Wireless has a theoretical maximum
speed of 25/2Mbps. Business nbn® Wireless Plus has a theoretical maximum speed of 75/10Mbps. Fixed Wireless speeds may be significantly impacted by
congestion. Actual speeds to be confirmed after activation. If your service cannot provide the speed tier of your plan and this cannot be fixed, you can move to a
lower speed plan or exit your plan at no cost.

2 nbn® targets a minimum average download wholesale speed on a cell of 6Mbps, during the busy hours of the day (typically 7pm-11pm).

Technical Limitations

< Your nbn’ service will not work during power failures. This service does not include a battery backup power supply for nbn’ supplied equipment
or customer equipment. During a power outage your VolP phone will not function, including calls to emergency services.

« Your speed or performance may be reduced by a range of other factors such as your router, internal house wiring and wifi interference. Talk to us
about what may be causing your slow speeds and we can suggest ways to improve the speed or performance.
